COMMAND IN 1779. WILLIAM CLARK DIED IN 
1838 ON SEPTEMBER 1ST. THE NEZ PERCE 
TRAVELED TO VISIT  WILLIAM CLARK 
BECAUSE THEY WANTED TO LEARN ABOUT 
RELIGION. NEWSPAPERS PRINTED THIS SO 
MISSIONARIES WANTED TO GO TO OREGON 
COUNTRY TO TEACH THEM.
